Packing details for Phoenix

-On Thursday, wear a dress code shirt and bottoms, and comfortable close-toed shoes for walking.
-Bring a small suitcase or backpack with the following things: a jacket, sunglasses, and / or a hat, pajamas, a dress code outfit for Friday, underwear, socks and comfortable, close-toed shoes for walking. Also bring a toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, comb or brush, shampoo, soap / body wash, and sunscreen.

-Bring a refillable water bottle. You may bring healthy snacks. You may NOT
bring gum, candy, junk food, nuts or sunflower seeds with shells. (These items will be taken if you do not follow this rule.)

-You may bring a small pillow and small blanket, and one comfort item (such as a stuffed animal).
-You may bring one small game, one small toy, and a book or something to read.
-You may bring a cell phone if you have a signed permission slip in the office.
The same rules for the phone at school will be in effect on the trip. (Keep
it off during all presentations and activities. You may call / text parents 
only, and with your teacher's permission or permission of your chaperone during free times.) 
-You may bring a camera to take appropriate pictures. You may NOT post 
pictures of other students online on any social media. 
-Do not bring any other electronic devices. (These will be taken if you do not follow the rule.)

-Please put your name or initials on all personal items and clothing so that they 
do not get mixed up.


-You may bring money to spend if you like. There are gift shops and places to 
buy snacks at a couple of our destinations. However, you do not need money, because everything you need on the trip will be brought by you or provided by the teachers.
